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Mr. Ng is the recipient the American Prize, ASCAP Morton
Gould Young Composer Award, Robert Avalon International
Music Composition Competition and ACL Young Composers
Competition. His music Grand Jeté on a Violin,
choreographed to the ballet Toccare, had its premiere in
2012 at Lincoln Center, New York. It has subsequently been
performed at theaters in Los Angeles, San Francisco, Japan,
Brazil and Israel, etc. The music is also included in American
Ballet Theatre principal dancer Misty Copeland's feature
documentary A Ballerina's Tale. Other dance and theater
collaborations include Complexions Contemporary Ballet,
Fire Island Dance Festival, HKAPA Dance and CCDC.
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Willy Tsao is an influential figure in China’s contemporary dance
development as a choreographer, educator, curator, manager and
director. Tsao founded the first and only professional
contemporary dance company City Contemporary Dance Company
in Hong Kong in 1979 and has held the role of artistic director
since 1989. He also established China’s first independent
professional contemporary dance company, BeijingDance/LDTX in
2005. Tsao’s contribution to dance has been widely recognised. He
received numerous awards and honours. He takes inspiration from
the full breadth of Chinese culture including philosophy, history,
opera and even Chinese rock & roll. His works have been
performed internationally.
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Dr. Mui Kwong-chiu is the Chairman of Hong Kong
Composers’ Guild. He is the music director and artistic
director of many big multimedia and musical events in
Hong Kong, including Lion Dance Extravaganza for the
Hong Kong Drum Festival and Hong Kong Culture Festival
2018; Let the Music Shine for the 2018 19th APHF in
Beijing; Music Director and Composer for Opening
Ceremony of 2010 Shanghai Expo Hong Kong Week; 2016
International Mathematical Olympiad (HK); 2017
multimedia music show Thousand Sails of 29th World
Hakka Conference; 2009 East Asia Games Closing
Ceremony and 2008 Olympic Torch Relay Ceremony as
the curator/arranger. His theatre productions include Ode
to Water and Intoxicating Nature for Hong Kong Chinese
Orchestra; Prunus Mume for Hong Kong Repertory
Theatre; music for drama including Rashomon; Shake
Shake Speare as well as About Thunderstorm About
Sunrise. He also creates music for drama poem Spring
Ritual and Eulogy for Hong Kong Dance Company; music for RTHK TV production Hong Kong
Heritage. Other works include Double Concerto for Piano and Flute The Great Earth (2017) and
Concerto for Suona and Guanzi Bauhinia for HKCO.
