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Prof. Mak Su-yin enjoys a dual career as Professor of Music at the
Chinese University of Hong Kong and as a poet and literary
translator in English and Chinese. Her twofold interest in music and
creative writing has led her to collaborate with several Hong Kong
composers on texts for musical setting, including libretti for the
chamber operas Tree Rhapsody (music by Tang Lok-yin, Hong Kong
Arts Festival 2011), Double Happiness (music by Chan Hing-yan,
Canberra International Arts Festival, 2017), Songs of Portrait (music
by Nerve and film by Cheuk Cheung, Orleanlaiproject, Hong Kong,
2018), and A Woman Such as Myself (music by Daniel Lo, New Opera
Days Ostrava, 2018).
