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Dr. Joshua Chan is Associate Professor at the
. University of Hong Kong where he has been teaching
since 1995. He studied music at Hong Kong
Conservatory of Music, Sydney Conservatorium of
Music, and University of Hong Kong, respectively. His
former teachers include Thomas Wang, Tong Leung-
tak, Martin Wesley-Smith, Anne Boyd, Doming Lam
and Chris Babida, etc. As a composer, Chan has written
more than 200 works for various media in diversified
styles; many of which have been performed in US, UK,
Germany, Portugal, Russia, Canada, Japan, Korea,
Israel, Australia, New Zealand, Singapore, Taiwan,
Malaysia, China, etc. He has also performed contemporary music and jazz music on erhu with
other musicians in Australia, Japan and Singapore. Chan was the former Chairman of the Hong
Kong Composers’ Guild (2004-2014) and was commended by the HKSAR Government in the
Secretary for Home Affairs' Commendation Scheme 2007 for the Persons with Outstanding
Contributions to the Development of Arts and Culture.
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Chow Fan Fu is currently the Vice-Chairman and a professional
member of the International Association of Theatre Critics (IATC).
He is also an examiner of Hong Kong Arts Development Council. He
has actively involved in promoting music and culture in Hong Kong,
Macau and China, and has been awarded the Medal of Honour (MH)
by the HKSAR Government in 2011 for his distinguished
contributions in promoting of music and culture.




Chow is an established arts and culture critic, as well as a columnist writing about music and
culture, with papers and articles published in magazines and newspapers in Hong Kong, Macao,
Taiwan, and Mainland China. His papers and books cover a wide range of topics.

Chow has been a host to classical music programmes on Radio Four of RTHK for a long time since
1982.
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Dr. Leung Chi-hin’s compositions mix elements of East and West,
in the process revealing the composer’s diverse -cultural
background and his particular interest in timbral and textural
explorations. He was a champion of Hong Kong Handbell Festival
Composition Contest, first runner-up at New Generation and won
Hong Kong Composers’ Guild Audience Choice Award. Leung’s
works are published by Schott Music (Germany), MOECK
(Germany), Donemus (Netherlands), Edition HH (U.K.), PARMA
Recordings (U.S.), etc. His works have been featured by ISCM
World New Music Days, UNESCO International “Arts for Peace”
Festival, International Rostrum of Composers, International
Electronic Music Week, World Choir Games, International
Handbell Symposium, ISME World Conference on Music
Education, Asian Composers League Festival, Singapore
Saxophone Symposium, Summa Cum Laude International Youth Music Festival Vienna, Taipei
Traditional Arts Festival, and many.

Leung is currently Vice Chairman of Hong Kong Composers’ Guild (HKCG) and Assistant
Professor at the Department of Cultural and Creative Arts, The Education University of Hong
Kong.
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
